When this water is heated, the hot water is piped through 
pipes in the floor of the building to heat it in the winter. With this technology alone, the building is heated 
throughout much of the cold winter months.

Pioneering research now underway at the oldest private military college in the USA--Norwich University 
in Northfield, Vermont--has found that the Transcendental Meditation technique provides an effective 
tool to assist students enrolled in a rigorous programme of academics and military training.

UK: Music and joy in her heart, 108-year-old pianist and Holocaust survivor has ‘no room 
for pessimism or hate’
The Foundation for Total Knowledge Based Music in England presented their first Invincibility Award 
this year to 108-year-old pianist Alice Herz-Sommer, in honour of her life of remarkable achievement. 
Born in Prague, music has been the inspiring force of Alice’s life. Though going through challenging 
experiences, escaping the Holocaust and losing her family, even in difficult times she had music in her 
heart and has had ‘no room in her vocabulary or her life for hate, for pessimism’.

The June-September monsoon, vital for planting of rice, corn, cane, cotton and soybean in one of the world's 
biggest food consumers and producers, lost momentum last week and fell nearly a fifth short of averages, raising 
the prospect of a drought.
